SCHOLARSHIP SHOWCASE WINNER DETAILS

WINNER - Receives a tuition scholarship up to $25,000 (four years at $6,250 per year), at your
choice of ANY accredited higher educational institution. This award goes toward tuition cost.

RUNNER UP - Receives a $500 books and fees scholarship for one semester/quarter. This award
goes toward the cost of books and any institutional fees.

2nd RUNNER UP - Receives a $250 award for one semester/quarter. This award is to be spent to-

ward your college education.

***All finalist must be available on Thursday, April 29, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. to approximately 10:00 p.m.
for the final show at the RiverPark Center in Owensboro, Kentucky.***

AUDITION GUIDELINES

Only eligible for high school juniors and seniors.

Must either mail or submit at the door a completed registration form signed by a school adminis-
trator confirming that you are a junior or senior.

Must attach a photo of yourself with completed registration form.

Must be a one person act.

All singing acts for auditions must be acapella. For example, if you are singing, no instruments
for the auditions will be allowed. However, at the final competition you will be able to use your
instrument with your act.

Any instrumental acts other than piano you must bring your own instrument.

For piano acts a keyboard will be provided at audition. A piano will be available for finalist at fi-
nal competition.

All auditions are limited to 2 minutes or less.

Auditions will be on a first come, first serve basis. So it is important to arrive early and check in
immediately at the registration table to receive your audition number.

A concession stand will be available in the holding area during auditions. No concessions will be
allowed outside the holding area.

Audition Process
e Check in at the registration table immediately when you arrive to receive your audition
number and name tag.
e All participants must stay inside the holding room until their number is called.
e«  When number is called you will be escorted to the audition area where you will have 2
minutes for your audition.
e After audition the judges will issue one of the following:
« Finalist Certificate, which means you are a finalist for the Scholarship Showcase at
the RiverPark Center on April 29, 2010
e A Pass, which means the judges would like to see you audition again. You will be
directed back to the holding area to wait for your number to be called again.
o All others will be thanked for participating and will be free to leave.
e If you receive a Finalist Certificate you will receive a Finalist Packet and you are
free to leave. Please review the Finalist Packet and complete necessary information
and submit it as directed in the packet.
